A lthough winter is easily the busiest 

time of the year for our ministry, 
things don’t slow down much once 
spring arrives. 

This past spring was a great season 
of outreach and ministry to some of 
our community’s neediest people. In 
March, Dr. Leo Flores from Mercedes, 
TX, helped us with outreach to some 
of the area’s Hispanic homeless popu-
lation. This past Christmas, one of our 
staff pastors and some of our program 
graduates partnered with Dr. Flores 
for outreach in Matamoros, Mexico. 
We anticipate more outreach to the 
Hispanic homeless population in the 
coming months.

In April, we hosted the annual 
Palm Sunday service on the steps  
of City Hall, and held our annual  

Easter Sunday service and dinner, 
which always draws a good crowd. 

And last month, we held our 10th 
annual Inner City Outreach. During 
the week of May 22, we ministered 
to over 400 needy men, women and 
children each night. 

Church partners from all over 
the city helped us serve dinner to 
our guests and provided the worship, 
preaching and counseling. As always,  
it was a busy, but rewarding week when 
lives were touched through the power 
of the Gospel.
